REGULATORY UPDATE

CARB

Good news on the CARB re-
organization. Carla Takemoto has
been promoted to the new Branch
Chief for the Consumer Products and
New Strategies Branch (CPNSB).
Carla is well versed in the consumer
products industry. Sheis technically
oriented and has a long history with
our industry. Carlais a very tough
negotiator; howeverifsheis
presented with the technical facts, she
has in the past, made very tough
decisions which has preserved
products on the shelf. This
promotion is very well deserved and
will allow our industry to have a
knowledgeable person at CARB,
with whom we can discuss any issues
that arise.

In addition, after meeting with the
staffitis apparent that the
reorganization has set the staff back
some and it will take some time for
them to get fully back up to speed.

On September 2, 2011 CARB staft

finally began releasing information on
Acrosol Coatings and Aerosol
Adhesives. This information will be
used in the next rulemaking, which is
planned for a board hearing at the
end of'the first quarter of2012. The
following is the information that was
released.
«  All companies responding to the
survey for acrosol coatings.
*  All companies responding to the
survey foraerosol adhesives.

In addition, CARB released the
products names reported in cach
category for both aerosol coatings
and acerosol adhesives. CARB also
released the Reactive Organic
Compound (ROC) ingredients for
cach category. There are 9
categories for acrosol adhesives and
about 60 categories for acrosol

coatings. Industry will need to review
this information and ensure that all the
information is correct. CARB states
that there is 40 tons per day of aerosol
coating product sales of which 30 tons
per day is of ROC emissions. Thisisa
significant amount of emissions and we
will need to review this information
carefully. Remember, we will be using
Reactivity limits to regulate these two
categories, not mass based VOC limits.
This is the first time in a decade that
acrosol coatings have been revisited for
any VOC reductions. Acrosol
Adhesives are currently mass based
VOC limits that will likely be switched
over to reactivity (MIR) limits, which
will be challenging.

Staff'has provided an updated
timeframe for these amendments to be
adopted. The current timeframe is for
the amendments to be heard at a board
meeting in the late second quarter or
third quarter of 2012. The concern with
this late board hearing was that the
effective date needed to be 12/31/2013.
Staff will consider delaying the 12/31/
2013 effective date. The staftwill likely
release further data closer to the end of
2011, then begin with workshops early
next year.

Ozone Transport Commission (OTC)

On November 10, 2011 the OTC will
hold a meeting in Wilmington, Delaware.
Of importance at this meeting will be two
regulations. The first is the Consumer
Products Model Rule that is being
amended to add Paint Thinners and
Multi-purpose solvents, among other
amendments. The addition of Paint
Thinners and Multi-purpose solvents will
add approximately 38 more tons per day
emission reduction to this model rule.
This is a significant amount of reduction
that almost triples the emission reduction
that OTC will receive. The current
model rule has several errors, such as
cffective dates, which appear to be from
the original CARB rule. As stated
before, but worth repeating, the
regulations that we assist in developing in

California spread across the county.
OTC is typically the first to adopt the
regulations after CARB. Then
remember that after the OTC adopts
this model rule, each state will then
begin their own process to adopt this
regulation. That is why it is important
to develop the rule with CARB the
best we can and to follow through with
OTC to correct any errors which will
help prevent the industry from having
to go state to state inthe OTC to
correct any errors. In addition, after
OTC adopts, we can expect the
LADCO or Midwest states to follow
with adopting these amendments.
Again, it is imperative that we as an
industry work in California to develop
the best possible rule.

The second rule is the Model
Degreasing rule. The rule gained a
significant amount of attention earlier in
the year due to the fact it was copied
after the South Coast Air Quality
Management District (SCAQMD)
rule. As you know the SCAQMD
have some of the strictest VOC rules
in the country. Industry responded
with overwhelming comments. OTC
agreed to revisit the rule. The new
model rule made significant changes to
the draft, in specific, to the vapor-
degreasing portion of the rule. One
change, which was not made, was a
low use exemption. This means that
anyone performing a degreasing with
the equipment mentioned in the rule is
subject to therule. This includes
numerous small business and
potentially do-it yourself type
mechanics at home. Our last chance
to change this part of the Rule is to go
state to state to try and change the
rule.

Green Chemistry

The Green Ribbon Science Panel is
scheduled to meet on November 14
(all day) and November 15 (in the
morning). The Green Ribbon Science
Panel is made up of experts from
Government, Academia and Industry to

provide advice on scientific matters,
chemical policy and implementation
strategies.

The Green Chemistry regulation has

been released. The California
Department of Toxic Substances
Control (DTSC) released the “Safer
Consumer Products’ regulation on
October 31, 2011. Thisis adraft
rule and not part of the formal
rulemaking process. DTSC will have
a workshop on this draft rule on

December 5,2011. Public comments
are due by December 30, 2011. This

should make for an interesting topic
for the meeting on November 14 &
15. The regulation can be found at:
